NFHS rules will be followed with the following exceptions.

Gender Restrictions

-Boys must play on boy’s teams.  Girls can play on boys’ teams in the second grade & below & fourth grade & below. 

-Girls can play on boys’ teams during league play but can only be selected to Girls All-Star Teams for tournament play.
Basket Heights / Ball Size

· 8 ft. basket / 27.5 ball
Mandatory Playing / Roster Size

-A roster must have a minimum of 8 players for tournament play and a maximum of 10.  Two players may be listed as alternatives.  Alternatives do not require mandatory playing time.
-Each player on the roster must start and complete a minimum of one quarter of play during a game and must appear in a minimum of one additional quarter.
-Special exceptions for injury and fouls.  An injured player can be substituted for but the alternate payer must finish the quarter to count.  The injured player mar re-enter but only for the alternate player.  A player can be substituted for upon their third foul in the first half or their fourth fowl in the second half but the alternate player must finish the quarter.  The player may re-enter the game but only for the alternate player.
